POWER AND PARTICIPATION
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Historically, voter turnout has been persistently lower in Glasgow than in Scotland as a whole and in
the UK. However, it has steadily increased in every Glasgow constituency.
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In 2023, 92% of households in Glasgow had
access to the internet.

That is just above the Scottish average of 91%.

The turnout in the 2021 Scottish Parliamentary
election varied between constituencies, but was
above 50% in every one:
